Shenstone Lawn Cemetery new LDC contract update.

Following the successful tender from LDC being awarded at November Full Council, the Clerk confirmed that the
tender has now been fully signed off & began at the beginning of January. A progress meeting has been arranged
with LDC for Feb 8.

ClIr Salter stated that we have now heard from English Heritage following the December visit to assess the old
tower and a follow up meeting will take place in late Feb/early March.

Clir Cox suggested that it was perhaps time to identify a suitable plot of land for the development of any new
cemetery site. This was met with full agreement & permission given to find out land ownership details of a
possible location in Stonnall.
